Discussion of getting a license, or possibly using the
university’s. Kevin will look into it.

City Council Update - Jeremy Gragert

Next week the city council will be doing in-person interviews for city manager candidates. Can’t
tell who or how many candidates, but information will be in the paper shortly.

The city will probably hire a new manager by the end of October. Dave Solberg is the interim city
manager as of October.

The city will be hiring a new diversity position and a new IT position.

Valley Media Works will no longer be contracted to record the meetings. This will be brought in
house to bring the cost down from 100K a year to 20K.

City will not hire someone to manage the body cam program until 2022. IT staff can help with
the setup in the meantime.

City will not fill an empty position in the investigative department, but will instead hire a new person in
patrol to be “co-response” -- a social worker will be hired to go along with police when needed. They will
